Perhaps this is because
they move about silently at night and have large mysterious eyes.

2. Lemurs have lived on the planet Earth for a very long time, but you can find them only in two places
on the island Madagascar (millions of years ago, the island of Madagascar broke away from the
continent of Africa) and the nearby Comori Islands.

3. There are many kinds of lemurs. They come in different colours and sizes. The smallest species
weighs only 30 grams. The largest species weighs 10 kilograms. In the past there were also very large
lemurs which weighed 240 kilograms, but they have all died out.

4. Lemurs have big, bushy tails that wave in the air as a form of communication. These big tails also
help them balance when they jump from tree to tree.
